Student Dress Code 2021-2022

The district’s dress code teaches grooming and hygiene, prevents disruption, and minimizes
safety hazards. Students and parents may determine a student’s personal dress and grooming
standards, provided that they comply with the following:

Clothing must be neat and clean in appearance. Overly tight and overly loose clothing
will not be permitted. All clothing must be worn so that undergarments are not
exposed. Pants must fit at the waist and sit at least on top of the hip bone. No sagging
pants. No wide-leg pants that are wider than 8” in diameter are permitted.

Vulgar or obscene patches, medallions or insignia that may be offensive will not be
permitted. No signs, slogans, or pictures advertising alcohol, drugs or sex may be worn
on any attire. Clothing and masks with any writing, pictures, emblems, symbols that
depict obscenity, sex, violence, blood, gore, Satan, death, social movements, political
movements or slogans are not permitted.

Political flags displayed on or in a vehicle are not allowed.

Tattoos must be covered and not visible at any time. Students with tattoos are
expected to cover their tattoos with sleeves, long-sleeves, pants, band aides, wrap,
gauze, etc...

Appropriate underclothing is to be worn at all times for males and females.
Underclothing is not permitted to be worn on the outside of clothing.

Backless tops, tank tops, see-through tops, strapless tops or dresses, low cut tops in the
front or back are not permitted.

Pants, jeans and shorts with tears, holes, distressed or shredded material must be
covered from the inside where no skin is showing above the knee. Clothing that reveals
undergarments is not permitted.

Shirts must have straps that are at least two inches wide. Sleeveless shirts must NOT
reveal any undergarments.

Shirts must be buttoned at both the top and bottom. No button down shirt should
reveal undergarments or bare midriff.

No bare midriffs or half shirts are permitted. The bottom of the shirt and the top of the
pants must meet when arms are raised.

Grades Pre-K — 12% — shorts, skirts, and dresses are permitted. They must be no shorter
than 5 inches above the knee.

Grades Pre-K — 12 - leggings are permitted with appropriate shorts, skirt or dress over
the leggings or if the shirt extends to no shorter than 5 inches above the knee.

Grades Pre-K — 12 - Pajama shorts or pants, flannel pants, spandex or lycra shorts or
pants are not permitted.

All students must wear shoes at all times. Slippers, house shoes, slides and flip-flops are
not permitted.

Students in PE and/or athletics must have appropriate tennis shoes/athletic footwear
for class.

Ag classes and outdoor activities will require a student to wear an appropriate footwear
for the activity. Please follow each activities attire and footwear guidelines.

Hair will be neat and groomed. Hair should not obstruct vision or be distracting to
others.

No unnatural hair color will be permitted, including patterned clip-in hair extensions.
No carvings/shavings/symbols in hair
Boys hair will be no longer than shoulder length.

Boys must be clean shaven at all times. No beards or mustaches.

No hats, caps, headbands, bandanas or other head coverings are permitted unless
special permission or circumstances have been approved by the principal. Headbands
with any type of horn or animal ears mounted to them are not allowed.

Hooded sweatshirts and shirts are allowed but the hood must remain off the head while
in the building.

No nose, eyebrow, lip, tongue or other face piercings are allowed.

No gauges, spacers or other placeholders will be permitted.

Girls are allowed to have pierced ear lobes with regular earrings, no more than two per
ear.

Boys are not allowed to have any piercings.

No inappropriate jewelry, chains, or accessories (pacifiers, spikes, collars, safety pins,
etc.).

ID badges must be worn at all times.

If the principal or administrator determines a student’s clothing or grooming violates the
school’s dress code, the student will be given an opportunity to correct the problem at school.
If not corrected, the student may be assigned to in-school suspension for the remainder of the
day, until the problem is corrected, or until a parent or designees brings acceptable clothing to
the school. Repeated offenses may result in more serious disciplinary action in accordance with
the Student Code of Conduct and the campus discipline plans.
